Ohio Department of Education State Ranking System -- Mr. Hickey used sports analogies to explain the dangers
and unfairness of the new ranking system by the Ohio Department of Education. ODE is comparing urban
schools with wealthy, suburban schools AND they are also changing the rules midstream on how the districts
are being graded. This is NOT the way districts should be measured. Districts should be measured on value-
added (which measures the growth of each student), and we should be compared to similar districts. Mr. Hickey
complimented the teaching staff, noting that 76 out of 832 in terms of value-added (the third highest in Lucas
County) is something we should all be proud of. Just as we did with the last levy campaign, we need to speak
with "One Heart, One Voice, and One Message" when we talk about the ranking of school districts.
